
High Dynamic Range (HDR) pho-

tographs are a combination of 

images taken of the same scene but 

at different exposure settings.  

Special software such as Pho-

tomatix is used for processing and 

results can be either very dramatic 

or so-so, depending on skill and/or 

luck. 

 

Basics of HDR: 

¶ Use your tripod and shoot still 

subjects.  Use your aperture 

priority mode (f stop} to get 

important stuff in focus. 

 

¶ Use ISO 100 to reduce noise 

in process. 

 

¶ Turn on auto-bracketing -2.0 

plus 2 stops. 

 

¶ Continuous shooting with 

remote trigger 

 

¶ Shoot RAW images
